We saw Rick Recht, a wonderful rock musician who has started Jewish Rock Radio on the
web (24/7 — check it out) and serves as a celebrity sponsor for PJ Library (all Jewish children
under age 6 should sign up to receive wonderful Jewish-themed books monthly).

We attended a performance of the Broadway-bound (but not scheduled in Boston) musical,
Soul Doctor, based on the career of Rabbi Shlomo Carlebach. It is odd to see the life of this
powerful and controversial rabbi, who I met a few times, dramatized on the stage. The pro-
duction uses Shlomo's music as the foundation for the English lyrics of the show. Itis a
powerful mix if you recognize the original tunes, an enjoyable score if you do not.

Later this week we intend to hear Kaskeset, the Jewish a Capella group from Binghamton
University, NY.

Now I could use this space just to marvel at the wealth of Jewish activity in South Florida,
but that would be mean. Rather I want to note the amazing range of styles that fall under the
umbrella of Jewish music and to urge you to take advantage of what is available near you.
The 3" annual Boston Jewish Music Festival is coming up soon (March 1-11) with venues
all over the region. Performances are as close as Swampscott, Sudbury, Concord (MA),
Nashua, with more scattered around the region. The offerings represent a variety of styles.
You have no need to be envious of the opportunities down South when you have such rich-
ness so near. I hope you will take time now to review the schedule of performances (http://
bostonjewishmusicfestival.org/) and mark your favorites on your calendar. I only ask one
favor, when you go, send me a brief email to let me know about your experience.

Our trash is collected by our cleaning service as a courtesy to the synagogue,
which saves us the cost of paying for a separate collection service.
